1-8       5 sets to 1, RH full turn, ½ Rsh reel of 3 on spine , 5 curves out to face W. 

                                                
9-16       5 sets to 4, RH full turn, ½ rsh reel of 3 across, 5  faces S 

             

17-24 5 dances Lsh to 1(S) for ½ spine reel,Lsh to 2(W) for ½ reel across. 

             5 ends in centre facing N with corners back in start positions. 

 

25-32 Turning in LH to take their place as corners, 5 turns 1 turns 2 turns 3 turns 

4 who faces N and becomes the new centre
